Organizational Assessment Guide for planning one-on-one, small and whole group instruction


Ideas (right topic, clear, descriptive)
Organization (planning,  topic/purpose, logical structure- beginning, middle, end)
Voice (energy, hear students’ voice, sense author’s feelings)
Word Choice (words are well chosen–colourful and varied)
Sentence Flow (variety of beginnings and sentence lengths, good flow)
Capitalization (Beg. Sentences, “I”, Proper nouns)
Punctuation (ending .?!, beginning use of : ’, “”) 
Spelling (spelling patterns –menu words)
  Spelling (high frequency / power

  words)
